Found from 
the early fourth century to the end of the period (...). 

 
B: Slave: good head of hair, running fairly straight across the forehead and descending over 

the ears almost to shoulder level; open trumpet mouth of which the bottom edge is 
rounded; short beard. The shape of the mouth and beard are mostly clearer in profile. 
The hair is usually black, can be wavy or wild in early versions όΧύ very common in phlyax 
όΧύΦ 

 
D: Younger man: the beard and hair scruffy and unkempt; hooked nose; mouth almost 

closed. For the nose, compare G which is more hooked over and less bulbuous. The ears 
are visible in most examples όΧύ and smaller than G. There is some difference between
